Donates Multi-Year Gift 

Jackson Ski Touring Foundation has received a generous multi-
year gift from a club member.  This donation is specifically tar-
geted to begin to adapt the most crucial trails to the decreasing 
snow levels of early winter.  The goal is to smooth the existing 
trail surfaces so that small snowfalls (4’’ or less) could still be 
groomed to a high standard for superior track and skate skiing.  
Our Board of Directors, executive director and concerned skiers 
all agree that as a first stage, the greenest and most economical 
solution to provide skiing on unpredictable but diminishing 
early snow levels is to improve the trail surfaces on the Ellis 
River Trail, Yodel Trail and the Wave.  Establishing stable, eas-
ily groomed and maintainable surfaces is our most sustainable 
trail option and this gift will go a long way to helping the Foun-
dation move toward this goal. This gift is a great beginning, but 
all tax deductible donations of any size are needed to accom-
plish this comprehensive plan to provide skiing on minimal 
snow depths.  The Foundation is assuming an increasing finan-
cial commitment to sustaining Jackson’s unique and valuable 
winter trail resources and all help with preserving the future of 
cross country skiing here is vitally important.  

Wave Trail Redesign in Progress 
Jackson X-C’s race course has traditionally included the Eagle 
Mountain trail, Christmas Farm trail and the Wave. According to 
the current FIS rules this race course would no longer conform to 
the requirements for national or international races. With the help 
of a generous donation, the Foundation’s Board has committed to 
making the changes necessary to homologate Jackson’s race 
course.  Only 5 homologated race sites exist in the United States at 
this time.  Jackson will have the 6th.   Redesign of the Wave and 
development of new trail sections that conform to FIS competition 
requirements will allow Jackson to host future national and interna-
tional race events. The permits, designs and engineering are all 
under way.  Trail construction is the next stage of the project.  
While the course will be homologated, Thom Perkins and John 
Morton of Morton Trails have based the quality of the skiing ex-
perience on the needs of recreational skiers.   There will be 1.25
